GEAR Members ,
 
First ly ,  thank you to those who responded to our question regarding the Committee’s
init iat ives to improve part icipation rates .  The comments and suggestions have been
much discussed by the Committee.  Common themes were safety on the track,
communication and the need to reach out to the wider motoring community .  Frustrat ion
with mult iple track l icences was another theme,  and sadly this  is  beyond our control .  It
was great to hear that there is  strong support  for  our in it iat ives with the ‘ invited clubs’
cohort .

L ike many simi lar  motoring clubs,  we need ‘bums on seats ’  to keep our events viable ,  and
a review of  2023 provides a snapshot of  our s ituation:

The data shows the most obvious chal lenge of  keeping older vehicles on the track,
especial ly  Open Wheeler ’s .  Also ,  our average of  53 entr ies per event ,  or  around 20% of
our membership ,  is  a  metr ic that we need to improve.   

If  we just  ran older cars our days would not be viable ,  hence,  we walk a f ine l ine between
adherence to the Constitut ion and keeping our events viable for  ‘exercis ing’  what we
‘mature ’  folk consider Golden Era vehicles .  Recognising this  real ity the Committee’s
decision amending the vehicle el igibi l i ty  rules to al low vehicles from the 1990’s ref lects a
more contemporary view of  ‘ the Golden Era ’ ,  v ital  in  attracting new members .  

The only a lternative to such a compromise is  to double the track fee so that 35 dr ivers
can run pre-80’s cars i f  /  when they choose to attend.  Further compromises may be
necessary in  the future ,  the only questions being ‘how far?’  and ‘how fast?’  

It  is  important that we maintain the discussion on these important issues,  so don’t  be
shy about br ing your thoughts and ideas to the Committee.
