Note 1 – Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

The financial statements are special purpose financial statements prepared in order to satisfy the financial 

reporting obligations of the Associations Incorporation Act 1981 and the club's rules.  The Committee has 

determined that the club is not a reporting entity.

The statements are prepared on a cash basis.  They are based on historic costs and do not take into account 

changing money values or, except where specifically stated, current valuations of non-current assets.

The following significant accounting policies, which are consistent with the previous period unless otherwise 

stated, have been adopted in the preparation of these financial statements:

Income Tax

As the  club is a not-for-profit institution in terms of subsection 50-5 of the Income Tax Assessment Act 1997, as 

amended, it is exempt from paying income tax.

Property, Plant & Equipment (PPE)

Property, plant and equipment are carried at cost less, where applicable, any accumulated depreciation.

Impairment of assets

At the end of each reporting period, the committee reviews the carrying amounts of its tangible and intangible 

assets to determine whether there is any indication that those assets have been impaired.  If such an indication 

exists, an impairment test is carried out on the asset by comparing the recoverable amount of the asset, being 

the higher of the asset’s fair value less costs of disposal and value in use, to the asset’s carrying amount.  Any 

excess of the asset’s carrying amount over its recoverable amount is recognised in the income and expenditure 

statement.

Employee Provisions

The club does not employee any staff and all workers are unpaid volunteers.  Accordingly no provision is made 

for employee benefits.

Cash on Hand

Cash on hand includes cash on hand, deposits held at call with banks, and other short-term highly liquid 

investments with original maturities of six months or less. 

Revenue and Other Income

Revenue is measured at the fair value of the compensation received or receivable after taking into account any 

trade discounts allowed.  For this purpose, deferred consideration is not discounted to present values when 

recognising revenue.

Interest revenue is recognised upon receipt.

Grant and donation income is recognised when the club obtains control over the funds, which is generally at 

the time of receipt.
